What happens once I send my application form in?


If your application is successful we will contact you to initially arrange a meeting if you are local to us. This will be followed by a homecheck if you decide to go ahead with adoption. If you are invited for an appointment please make sure you are prompt as we have limited time, and possibly other appointments before or after yours. 


If you are not local to us we would arrange a homecheck prior to meeting (subject to being able to locate a volunteer homechecker). If this is successful and you are invited to meet your chosen dog, you would be able to adopt on the visit should both parties be in agreement.


In all cases we ask a decision is made within 12 hours of meeting so we can then move onto the next home waiting.


If you are out of our area, and we are unable to find a home checker to do the home check for you, your offer of a home may have to be declined.





Please note that as we want to secure the best homes possible for our dogs there may be other homes being homechecked at the same time as you so the homecheck is not a guarantee you will be invited to meet and adopt your chosen dog.


If at any stage in the adoption process, we or one of our volunteers/fosterers, home checkers etc. feel that the situation is not right for our dog or puppy, you may be turned down.


We aim to return emails within 3 working days – if you haven’t heard from us please feel free to resend your details to ensure we have received them.
